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1 Introduction

2.1 S1 Overload Start/Stop Procedure:

With regard to the enhancements needed to S1 Overload Start/Stop procedure to indicate load on a per PLMN-ID granularity the following consensus was reached:

a) Agreed to reuse existing overload start /stop,

b) Agreed to reuse GUMMEI List,

c) Agreed to the need of updating the overwrite part in Overload procedure. This is to deal with a situation, where the last Overload Start/Stop overrides the existing triggers may happen, in case multiple Overload procedures are triggered for different PLMN-IDs.
2.2 Mobility Load Balancing (MLB):
Given that it was that the deployment scenario governs the solutions to be adopted, the following Agreements were made:

a) Deployment Scenarios (a), (b) and (c) (described in TR 36.856 [1]) are within the Scope of this WI. 

b) Mobility Settings Change procedure (MSC) is not within scope – but can be contribution driven
