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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS. RAN3 has discussed the issue of ProSe group priorities and its potential impacts on RAN3 specifications, and would like to make the following observations:
1. ProSe UE ID is provided to the UE by higher layers (i.e. the ProSe Function);

2. ProSe group access priority will not affect QoS, but it may only pre-empt radio resource allocation by the eNB;
3. It is unclear whether D2D resource allocation for prioritized ProSe groups could pre-empt non-ProSe UEs.

Furthermore, in case it is agreed to support ProSe group access priority:

4. It seems more secure to receive group access priority information from the MME rather than from the ProSe UEs;

5. It should be clarified whether a ProSe UE may belong to more than one ProSe group; if so, there seems to be the need to provide ProSe group priority from the MME to the UE e.g. over NAS signaling, to enforce group prioritization on UE side.
Because of the above:

6. It seems S1AP and X2AP would be impacted; which specific information to be signaled over S1 and X2, however, is still unclear;
7. It seems unlikely that ProSe group access priority can be supported in Rel-12.
2. Actions:

To RAN2, SA2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN3 asks RAN2 and SA2 groups to take the above into consideration.
