The E-RAB Modification Indication procedure is initiated by the eNB to support the modification of already established E-RAB configurations. The current version of the specification supports the modification of the transport information only. This procedure is used for DC if the SCG bearer option is applied.

If the EPC is able to apply the requested modification, the MME responds with the E-RAB MODICAFITION CONFIRM.
When the MeNB receives the E-RABs failed to modify included in the E-RAB MODIFICATION CONFIRM message, the MeNB either keeps the previous transport path unchanged and if applicable, trigger to release the corresponding SCG bearers, or tears down the corresponding E-RABs.
