	Reason for change:
	Before Rel-12 ASN.1 code freeze a thorough consistency check is needed in order to ensure that, e.g., tabular definitions are aligned with the related ASN.1 code.
The following issues were identified within CR#100 (RP-131908):

- Subclause 9.2.1: the 'U-RNTI Query' procedure is not listed in the "Procedure Code" list;
- Subclauses 9.1.23 and 9.2.51: CHOICE without ‘M’ in the Presence column;

- Subclauses 9.1.3 and 9.2.40: Criticality and Assigned Criticality missing for lists. 
A complete list of issues and originating CRs is reported in R3-150089.  

	
	

	Summary of change:
	- Subclause 9.2.1: added new procedure to the “Procedure Code” list;
- Subcaluses 9.1.23 and 9.2.51: added ‘M’ in Presence column;

- Subclauses 9.1.3 and 9.2.40: added Criticality and Assigned Criticality for lists.
