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1. Discussion
From the Chairman’s minutes TeliaSonera was tasked to investigate how an agreeable grouping could be performed: 
Chairman minutes: 

CB (Telia)

Grouping (e.g. grouping some ARP values, excluding option 4, give a max nb of groups) 

We focused on the suggestion on giving a maximum number of groups of QoS profile parameters. This seemed to be a good compromise in order to support the operator demand for all three QoS profile parameters (i.e., QCI, ARP and GBR classes) and also limit the number of values of the measurements.


It seemed like all companies contacted could agree on a limit of number of values around 100. This will cover the most cases for the operators and is a reasonable number for the vendors to implement. 
Two companies raised the question on limit the individual QoS profile parameters, e.g., group ARP values too, but others think that the operators can do it themselves. 

It is suggested to send an LS SA5 in order to inform them on our decision on QoS grouping.

2. Proposal

The proposal is to agree on the way forward presented. Some of the involved companies also provide a CR for TS 36.300 to be discussed and possible approved in R3-150855. 
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
