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1 Introduction 
In RAN3 #87s, it was decided to conduct an email discussion for the purpose of understanding a variety of RAN Sharing related deployment scenarios and subsequently choosing the most appropriate deployment scenarios for further consideration. The email discussion was kicked off on the 17th of February 2015 and continued till the 1st of April 2015. Although there is no consensus, the Objective of this contribution is to present the summary of the email discussion as input to the RAN3 #87bis meeting.
2 Discussion

2.1 Deployment Scenarios:

With RAN3 #87 definition of further two cases, the following deployment scenarios are the main discussion points of the email discussion:

a) static allocation, i.e. guaranteeing a minimum allocation and limiting to a maximum allocation,
b) static allocation for a specified period of time and/or specific cells/sectors,

c) first UE come first UE served allocation.

d) first UE come first UE served allocation, namely an equal access by sharing operators to available resources in the cell.

· per PLMN resource limitation, taking place when the cell reaches an overloaded status, may be enforced.

e) first UE come first UE served allocation, namely an equal access by sharing operators to available resources in the cell.

· per PLMN resource limitation, taking place when the cell reaches an overloaded status, shall be enforced.

2.2 Outcome:
TeliaSonera defined all five deployment scenarios that was accepted for further discussion. Six companies in total expressed their opinions. Although there is no clear consensus, there are two distinct opinions in terms of what scenarios being required to be prioritised for further work – which are:

   Opinion 1: Prioritise Deployment Scenario (c) only

   Opinion 2: Prioritise deployment Scenarios (a) and (c)
Out of six companies, four supported Opinion 1 while two companies supported Opinion 2
Proposal 1: RAN3 is kindly requested to agree on the Summary of the email discussion held in relation to prioritising deployment scenarios for further consideration.
3 Conclusion and proposals
