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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank RAN2 for its liaison statement on paging for Rel-13 low complexity UEs and/or UEs in enhanced coverage. RAN3 has noted the response from RAN2 and would like to provide the following additional feedback.
RAN3 agreed that it is beneficial for the MME to know whether the UE is operating in enhanced coverage, since this may impact the choice of strategy for the MME during paging. 

RAN3 further discussed the necessity for the eNB to know whether the page is e.g. 1st page or 2nd or last page from the MME for that UE. It is RAN3s understanding that this would be useful in case paging at the indicated coverage level fails, and the MME would prefer to try to page with a larger coverage extension than indicated in the coverage level. RAN3 agree to the benefit of this, but agreed to a more direct approach where the MME indicates whether the eNB should use the indicated coverage level, or whether a more aggressive page using a bigger coverage extension should be performed.

[option 1]
RAN3 agreed that this should be signalled to the last serving eNB from the MME by excluding the reported coverage level information from the eNB, meaning that the eNB should page at the maximum coverage enhancement if this information is excluded. Note that this requires that the coverage level information (the reported level and the cell ID) needs to be transmitted in a separate container than the UE capability information.

[option 2]
RAN3 agreed that this should be signalled to the last serving eNB from the MME by including a new IE indicating whether the eNB should page according to the included coverage level or whether this should be disregarded and the maximum coverage enhancement should be used.

[option 3]
RAN 3 agreed that this should be signalled to the eNB from the MME by including a new IE with three code points, indicating which coverage extension should be used by the eNB.
