23.X.1 OAM requirements
OAM shall, if supported, configure per PLMN data volume reporting criteria for the purpose of collection and reporting of data volumes by the eNB. Each data volume report is collected per PLMN ID and per traffic direction (UL or DL) and a set of QoS profiles defined by QCI, ARP and when applicable, GBR band. The set of QoS profiles, can include one or several of each of the including parameters, e.g., two QCIs, three ARPs and one GBR band. A DL/UL GBR bearer is associated to a downlink/uplink GBR band if its E-RAB guaranteed bit rate downlink/uplink is within a configured range (minimum and maximum value). The configuration of the GBR bands is made per RAN sharing network. The eNB supports collection of 200 different types of data volume reports.
