2 Discussion
In section 5.1.2.3 of[1]we have: “The RAN-WLAN information exchange discussed so far seems to justify a CP-only interface. However, from past experience with X2, it seems wise not to preclude future non-CP functionality (Like e.g. packet forwarding for seamless offloading, FFS).”
This FFS has no technical impact on the content of the TR. It is just illustrating an exemple of non-CP functionality. So we propose to simply remove it as follow:

As the sentence before the statement “how to exchange the information is FFS” uses “may”, so new inter-RAT message themselves are not clear. Then we propose to remove “how to exchange the information is FFS” as follow:
