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1. Introduction
The New WI RAN Aspects of RAN Sharing Enhancements for LTE[1] was agreed in RAN#65 meeting. During RAN3#88 meeting, whether to support of the following scenarios for MLB on network sharing is raised.
2. Way forward
In the offline discussion, RAN3 concluded that the scenarios considered so far in [2][3] may be resolved with existing signalling, assuming that no limitations/quotas are applied if there are available resources in a cell (also, no technical reasons to apply them in non-congested cell were identified). However, RAN3 also found that the inter-eNB signalling and HO target selection may be extended, if some information on load per PLMN is exchanged among neighbour eNBs. 

Therefore, RAN3 proposes to discuss a minimal per-PLMN load information exchange. Actual solutions are FFS and will be provided at the next meeting.
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
