Introduction
RAN3#88 discussed which case E-RAB ID should be present based on R3-150977 [1] and R3-150978 [2].
This paper provides the common understanding from the current specifications.

Discussion
Proposed 1st change (SeNB Modification) in R3-150978:
The concerns were raised based on the following scenario.

1) SeNB performs SeNB initiated MeNB Modification, i.e. sends SeNB Modification Required to indicate E-RAB release within E-RAB To Be Release List.

2) MeNB decides bear type change, i.e. from SCG to MCG and sends SeNB Modification Request together with SCG Change Indication.

a) If MeNB performs data forwarding for those E-RABs, then of course MeNB includes E-RAB ID IE within E-RAB To Be Release List.

b) If MeNB does not perform data forwarding for those E-RABs, MeNB should include E-RAB ID IE within E-RAB To Be Release List? Or MeNB should include only E-RAB ID IE where data forwarding is performed? 

Stage 2 and stage 3 describe the MeNB behaviour in stating e.g. “If data forwarding and/or SeNB security key change needs to be applied, the MeNB triggers the preparation of the MeNB initiated SeNB Modification procedure and provides forwarding address and/or a new SeNB security key information within the SeNB Modification Request message, respectively. “(TS36.300) and “If applicable, as specified in TS 36.300 [15], the SeNB may receive, after having initiated the SeNB initiated SeNB Modification procedure, the SENB MODIFICATION REQUEST message including the DL Forwarding GTP Tunnel Endpoint IE and the UL Forwarding GTP Tunnel Endpoint IE within the E-RABs To Be Released List IE.” (TS36.423)
Those statements only state about the MeNB providing additional information regarding forwarding addresses, other E-RABs have been indicated to be released already in the SeNB initiated procedure. Therefore, E-RAB ID which does not perform data forwarding needs not be present in this case even though E-RAB ID is mandatory field. SeNB Modification Required message already provides E-RAB to be released. If SeNB receives E-RAB ID without any data forwarding information, it should ignore. In case of MeNB initiated SeNB Modification, E-RAB ID is mandatory regardless of data forwarding operation.

Proposed 2nd and 3rd change (SeNB Release Request/SeNB Release Confirm) in R3-150978:
It was acknowledged that the following E-RAB To Be Released List IE shown in Section 9.1.3.11 in TS36.423 means optional (0…1), not conditional parameter.

Therefore, it was also recognized that both options (E-RAB ID not listed and E-RAB ID listed) are allowed. SeNB shall accept SeNB Release Request even in case of some E-RAB IDs not listed.
Partial E-RAB ID (SeNB Release Request/SeNB Release Confirm):
The issue for the case that E-RABs To Be Released List IE is present,

1) without having any E-RAB ID IE, or

2) with having E-RAB ID IE without having data forwarding information

was also discussed.

It was recognized that in case of SeNB Release, SeNB shall release regardless of partial case (i.e. E-RAB To Be Released List IE having E-RAB ID or not).
