2   Discussion
2.1 Discussion during first session

During the first discussion on paging optimization and CE (MTC) paging it has been clarified that there will be:

· The recommended list of cells
· The last serving eNBs
That
· a Paging attempt count may be provided
· List is an order list of cells, distinguish visited / none visited (idle are in visited) 
There will be 
· Lists with TAI info for HNBGW in eNB Lsit

And that
· The non-CEL paging optimization and the CEL paging are 2 types of paging can be used independently or simultaneously 
· 2 sets of CRs on to cover CEL-Paging and one for none-CEL optimization Paging

2.2 Discussion at first comeback
Open issue 1: Age of information

Open issue 2: Stay time  vs. (visited/non visited)?

Agreement: a time of stay will be used for every visited cell (no need to have a visited/non visited flag)
Open issue 3: Paging counter, two options:

· Countdown a la ALU (e.g., 5, 4, 3, 2, 1, 0) without necessarily decreasing at each attempt. ‘0’ means last (planned) attempt.
· Real counter of attempts increased by one at each attempt + indication of planned last paging which may change 

Agreement: have a real counter + planned last paging (option 2)
Open issue 4: Separated lists of eNBs and cells or not? (Stage 3 encoding)

Agreement: There will be two separate simple lists: one of eNBs and one of cells.
Open issue 5: How many CELs to report? For CE paging, only last serving cell and last known CEL
WA: provide at context release last serving cell and last known CEL

Open issue 4: Propagation over X2/S1 (load)? CB: clarified the scenario?

Further discussion
With respect to the open issue 3 above it has been clarified that:

Agreement: have a real counter (option 2) for MTC and none MTC Coding
It is FFS if 

1) The Planned Paging Attempts IE is common for non-CE and CE paging (i.e., a single IE included in the PAGING message and will be used for both enhancements), or

2) The Planned Paging Attempts IE is used only for non-CE paging (i.e., a single IE included in the PAGING message and will be used only for non-CE paging), or

3) There is a Planned Paging Attempts IE used for non-CE and another one used for CE paging (i.e., two new IEs will be introduced in the PAGING message)
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
