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1 Introduction 
In RAN3 #89, discussions were mainly focused on issues identified in relation to Resource usage collection, S1 Overload Start/Stop and Mobility Load Balancing related procedures in the context of RANS Sharing. 
The Objective of this contribution is to capture the way forward as agreed together with agreements made in RAN3 #89.
2 Discussion

2.1 Resource Usage Reporting 
An updated BL CR in relation to Resource Usage Reporting agreed in RAN3#88 to comply with Rel-13 TS 36.300 was endorsed in R3-151337.
In order to agree to an appropriate text for the purpose of updating the BL CR in R3-151337, reply LSs from RAN2 and SA5 shall be received. Currently, three proposals have been presented in RAN3 and proposing solutions for data volume reports, see R3-151675, R3-151634 and R3-151598.  

It was decided to postpone the discussion on data volume reporting solutions for RAN sharing toRAN3#89bis in order to take into account reply LSs from RAN2 and SA5.
Given that we need to wait for LS responses from SA5 and RAN2 before we decide on, it was decided that the RSE WI would be extended by 1 quarter
2.2 S1 OVERLOAD Procedure   

The following agreements were made in relation to this:

· Baseline CR for TS 36.413 was endorsed in R3-151338 – this BL CR will be updated to reflect current RAN3 decisions 
· RAN3 agrees that there is no quota of resources in core network based on LS Response from SA2 (R3-151340)
It is still yet to be decided whether there is any use case for the MME to send overload start message with a list of GUMMEIs

No agreement was made at this meeting to capture SA2 response related to deploying dedicated MME per PLMN in GWCN cases in a BL CR. Related TP was to be presented in R3-151817 – this effort will continue if there is no common understanding.
A BL Stage-2 CR in R3-151801 which was an update from R3-151383 was endorsed.
Question was raised in relation to enhancing S1 Setup Response for the purpose of including MMEC-PLMN mapping – related effort will continue.
2.3 Mobility Load Balancing
It was decided that this will be dropped out from the RSE WI – however, it can be contribution driven.

3 Conclusion and proposals
It captured the way forward agreed together with key agreements made in RAN3 #89 in relation to RAN Sharing Enhancement (RSE) WI. It further makes the following proposal:
Proposal 1: RAN3 is kindly requested to Agree on this Way Forward.
