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1   Introduction
In last RAN3 meeting, some agreements on handover enhancement in dual connectivity were achieved. However, there are still several issues for further study. Because there is an email discussion on the issue about the SeNB Addition Preparation procedure, we will discuss the leftover issues as following.
For handover signalling, several open issues remains,
1) Data forwarding in case of bearer type change e.g. whether addition text is needed.

2) SeNB ID in the Handover Request message.

In this contribution, we try to discuss the above issues in details, and provide our preference.

2   Discussion
a) SeNB ID to Handover Request
During the last meeting, we left the open issue whether to include the SeNB ID into the Handover Request message for the Target MeNB to identify the SeNB. One alternative option for the MeNB to identity the SeNB is to use the PCI and the frequency by checking the RRC container. The most controversial part is that the PCI confusion issue may impact the Target MeNB in the case which the SeNB is the HeNB. However, the PCI confusion issue could be omitted as we made the decision that ‘The enhancement is not supported for HeNB when there is PCI confusion in the target master eNB’.
Proposal 1: There is no need to include the SeNB ID into the Handover Request message.

b) Direct Data forwarding
It was agreed before that the direct data forwarding could be handled based on implementation without specification impacts. In addition, the description of direct data forwarding during bearer type change is quite similar with the related description for SCG and split bearer. It seems the description is not needed.
Proposal 2: There is no need to add the description of direct data forwarding.
3   Summary
In this paper, we discuss the open issues on Inter-MeNB HO without SeNB change. Based on the above analysis, we have following and proposals:
Proposal 1: There is no need to include the SeNB ID into the Handover Request message.

Proposal 2: There is no need to add the description of direct data forwarding.
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
