At RAN3#89bis, a set of baseline CRs were agreed on the introduction of blind HARQ retransmissions. 

This paper discusses some of the impacts introduced and proposes to remove these impacts so that the specification is more accurately impacted.

Discussion
2.1
Impacts on the “HS-DSCH Information to Modify”
The baseline CR introduced an indication “Blind HARQ Retransmissions Indicator for HSDPA” to “HS-DSCH Information to Modify”, both for the synchronized and unsynchronized procedure.
However, the purpose of the indication “Blind HARQ Retransmissions Indicator for HSDPA” is for RNC to let Node B know that the UE is supporting the Blind HARQ Retransmissions. It is used when the Radio Link is setup or added for this particular UE, but it is not needed during the modify as such information is not foresee to be changed. Thus we propose to remove the impact on the “HS-DSCH Information to Modify”
Proposal 1: RAN3 to discuss and agrees to remove the impact on the “HS-DSCH Information to Modify” and related procedure.

Impacts on Cell Capability
The baseline CR introduced a new Cell Capability “Blind HARQ Retransmissions for HSDPA operation Capability”.
As the name indicates, the new adding is “blind”, in another words, it is an indication to Node B, but it is totally up to Node B when and how to use it. It is a software addition in the Node B thus we do not see it is related to the Cell Capability.

The wish to introduce such a capability may be so that it is a waste to send an indicator “Blind HARQ Retransmissions Indicator for HSDPA” to the Node B who does not support the “Blind HARQ”. On the other hand, as it is “Blind HARQ”, the Node B may or may not use it, so it could be a waste anyway.

Proposal 2: RAN3 to discuss and agree to remove the impact on the Cell Capability.
