Email check issues

· Section 8.8.2 “If the WT ADDITION REQUEST message contains the Serving PLMN IE, the WT may take it into account for the allocation of resources for LWA.” The “Serving PLMN” should be italic.  

· Section 8.9.2: “For each E-RAB configured with the split bearer option to be modified (released)”, should be revised because there is no split bearer option any more. “configured with the split bearer option” should be removed. [Luis – I propose to go one step further and crunch this into a single sentence, also delete “modified” as this can be confusing given that sentences above talk of “added or modified or release”, and forwarding only applies to release].

· Section 9.1.9: the explanation for maxnoofBSSsperWT should be aligned with others.

· Section 9.1.10: the semantics description for eNB measurement ID and WT measurement ID should be updated to “allocated by the eNB” or “allocated by the WT”

· Section 9.1.18: the “E-RABs Admitted To Be Added List” should be optional “0..1”

· Section 9.1.20: just a second thought, the “WT GTP Tunnel Endpoint” could be better optional than mandatory? Not sure if we will come to another scenario for the WT triggering the modification…[Luis – interesting point. I am also not sure but maybe this would be better for future-proof design – I change it here but open to further comments on this]

· Section 9.2.25: the semantics should be added the information of the reference 11 i.e. “IEEE 802.11™”.
· Maximum number issues:

·  In the SETUP RESPONSE, the range of the identifiers cannot possibly be the “maxnoofBSSsperWT” because within each WLAN Information, there could be a range of BSSIDs, as per agreed structure. So I propose to change this to “maxnoofWLANidentifiers”, noting that an identifier could be a set of BSSs as defined. 
·  A similar change is applied to WT CONFIGURATION UPDATE (whenever “WLAN Information” is used). 
·  On a related point, the “maxnoofBSSsperWT” (4096) is now a misnomer, because we agreed that the WT does not have to provide the complete list of BSSs; so I propose to change this to “maxnoofBSSs” only (and change explanation to “maximum number of BSS Items in a list”). 
·  Finally the “maxnoofBSSIDs” is only used in WLAN Information, and is set to 2048. For now I kept this number and changed the explanation to “Maximum number of BSSIDs within a list”. Potentially we could even replace this by the “maxnoofBSSs” since they are just protocol limits, not related to the actual WT dimensioning anymore.
· Change the value of “maxnoofBSSIDs” in WLAN Information to 4096. This aligns with the “maxnoofWLANidentifiers” and “maxnoofBSSs”, and allows for the flexibility of declaring up to 4096 BSSs in one item with one SSID, or alternatively up to 4096 BSSs in 4096 items, each with one SSID.

· Section 9.1.20: definition is changed as message is sent “to request the release or modification of LWA bearers…”

· Section 9.2.21: change bitrates to bit rates

· Section 9.2.27: change “to apply security in the WLAN” into “to establish the WLAN security” which is a direct quote from the 33.401 CR
