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1 Introduction

A new Study Item “New SI Proposal: Study on HSPA and LTE Joint Operation” has been agreed in RAN#71 [1]. The objective of the study item is to study some possible solutions to support CS in UMTS and PS in LTE, evaluate the impacts on network architecture and interface, e.g.
1) Assumption: UE always camps on LTE and voice service is on UMTS 
2) Study the possible solutions, on top of current mechanism, as the following cases.
i. An idle UE in LTE initiating MT/MO voice call, both network and UE side behaviours

ii. A connected UE in LTE initiating MT/MO voice call, both network and UE side behaviours

iii. A connected UE in UMTS with CS service, UE tries to establish PS service

3) Study the possible solution and impacts on architecture, signalling flow enhancement, with the working assumption that impacts should be as less as possible, e.g. LTE specs.

This SI aims to figure out some possible solutions to support CS in UMTS and PS in LTE as well as minimize the impacts of LTE specs. In this contribution, a work plan is given as the initial overview of the study.
2 Discussion
Considering the merits of UMTS network on voice services and LTE network on data services, it worth studying the joint operation of the two systems for UE to enjoy better experience. The use cases and corresponding possible solutions will be further discussed in the study phase. The work plan for the study is as follows.

· Discuss the work plan.

· Approve the skeleton TR 37.805.
· Describe the working assumptions, and update the TR with corresponding TP if there is agreement.
· Describe the use cases, and update the TR with corresponding TP if there is agreement. 

· Initiate a general discussion on the possible solutions.
RAN3#92 (May 2016):

· Identify the use cases and possible solutions.

· Compare the possible solutions and list the pros/cons of the solutions.

· Update TR 37.805 with the agreed TPs after concluding possible solution.
RAN3#93 (Oct 2016):

· Further identify if any other required changes.

· Conclude the study and finalize the Technical Report.

3 Conclusion
For the completion of the Rel-14 Study on HSPA and LTE Joint Operation SI, RAN3 is invited to take the above work plan into consideration.
