Introduction
At RAN#72 meeting a work item “Multi-Carrier Enhancements for UMTS” was approved [1]. The objectives of this WID are:
1. Specify new configurations: 2ms+10ms and 10ms+10ms TTI, for DC-HSUPA and DB-DC-HSUPA scenarios.
2. Specify support for the basic functionality, e.g., only support for RRC based (re)configuration.
This paper discusses the potential RAN3 impact by these objectives.

Discussion
There are two objectives in this WID.
2.1
 Support for the new TTI configuration
The new configurations are 2ms+10ms and 10ms+10ms TTI, for DC-HSUPA and DB-DC-HSUPA scenarios.
In the current specification, e.g. in TS 25.319, when it comes to DC-HSUPA, it explicit states that “Only 2 ms TTI is supported”. So only 2ms TTI for both carriers is supported for DC-HSUPA and DB-DC-HSUPA operations. When the secondary HSUPA carrier/ Additional E-DCH Cell is setup/added, E-TTI IE is not included.
To allow the new configuration, E-TTI IE needs to be added.
Proposal 1: To add the E-TTI IE in the related IE groups handling the Additional E-DCH Cell.
Node B may or may not support all the configurations, a specific Node B support indication for each configuration can be used, in the cell capability.
Proposal 2: To add new cell capabilities to indicate Node B support.
As the legacy Node B always consider to set up the secondary E-DCH on 2ms TTI, there may be ambiguity when E-TTI IE is not presented in the message during secondary E-DCH carrier reconfiguration.
Proposal 3: RAN3 to discuss how to solve the ambiguity.

 Support for the basic functionality
For this objective, we should wait for the RAN1/RAN2 groups for their further discussion on the basic functionality, before we could see clear about the RAN3 impact.
Proposal 4: RAN3 to discuss the impact from this object when further progress is achieved from the RAN1/RAN2 groups.
