Overload Start procedure 

The Overload Start procedure is used by the MME to indicate to a proportion of eNBs to which the MME has an S1 interface connection that the MME is overloaded. The Overload Start procedure is used to provide an indication of which type of RRC connections needs to be rejected/permitted only. The procedure may also be used to provide an indication of which type of RRC connections of a specific UE or a set of UEs need to be rejected/permited only.

If the OVERLOAD START message contains a list of GUMMEIs, the eNB shall select the new RRC connections to be rejected based on this list.

The eNB may also trigger EAB as specified in TS 23.401 [17] subclause 4.3.7.4.1 and TS 23.251 [54] subclause 4.6.
