Possible ways for standardization of function split 
Some possible ways for standardization of the function split is shown in Table 11.1.2.x-1.
A) H-Split: No specification / L-Split: No Specification

- 3GPP will have no standardization spec for the function split.
B) H-Split: Stage 2 Only (One option either 2-1 or 3-1) / L-Split: No Specification

- Only stage 2 description is provided for H-Split, with only one option to be chosen i.e. either 2-1 or 3-1.

- No stage 2 description for L-Split.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for both H-Split and L-Split.
B2) H-Split: Stage 2 (Two options 2-1&3-1) / L-Split: No Specification

- Only stage 2 description is provided for H-Split with two options to be chosen i.e. option 2-1 and option 3-1.

- No stage 2 description for L-Split.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for both H-Split and L-Split.
C) H-Split: Stage 2 Only (One option either 2-1 or 3-1)/ L-Split: Stage 2 Only (Only one option)

- Only stage 2 description is provided for H-Split with only one option to be chosen i.e. either 2-1 or 3-1.

- Only stage 2 description for L-Split with only one option to be chosen.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for both H-Split and L-Split.
C2) H-Split: Stage 2 (Two options 2-1&3-1) / L-Split: Stage 2 Only (Only one option)

- Only stage 2 description is provided for H-Split with two options to be chosen i.e. option 2-1 and option 3-1.

- Only stage 2 description for L-Split with only one option to be chosen.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for both H-Split and L-Split.
D) H-Split: Full Stage 2 and Stage 3 (One option either 2-1 or 3-1)/ L-Split: No Specification

- Both stage 2 description and stage 3 specification will be specified for H-Split with only one option to be chosen i.e. either 2-1 or 3-1.

- No stage 2 description for L-Split.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for L-Split.
E) H-Split: Full Stage 2 and Stage 3 (One option either 2-1 or 3-1) / L-Split: Stage 2 Only (Only One option)

- Both stage 2 description and stage 3 specification will be specified for H-Split with only one option to be chosen i.e. either 2-1 or 3-1.

- Only stage 2 description for L-Split with only one option to be chosen.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for L-Split.
E2) H-Split: Full Stage 2 and Stage 3 (Two options 2-1&3-1) / L-Split: Stage 2 Only (Only One option)

- Both stage 2 description and stage 3 specification will be specified for H-Split with two option to be chosen i.e. option 2-1 and option 3-1.

- Only stage 2 description for L-Split with only one option to be chosen.

- No stage 3 protocol is standardized for L-Split.
F) H-Split: Full Stage 2 and Stage 3 (One option either 2-1 or 3-1) / L-Split: Stage 2 plus hooks in procedures used in both splits (Only One option)

- Both stage 2 description and stage 3 specification will be specified for H-Split with only one option to be chosen with only one option to be chosen..

G) H-Split: Full Stage 2 and Stage 3 (One option either 2-1 or 3-1) / L-Split: Stage 2 plus as much Stage 3-Iub as is possible with hooks (Only One option)
