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Discussion
During the NR study phase, RAN3 agreed to numerous N2 interface procedures which are captured in section 7.3.4 of TR 38.801.  These procedures can therefore already be introduced in TS 38.413.

Proposal 1:
The N2 interface procedures captured in section 7.3.4 of TR 38.801 can be added to TS 38.413.

Support for PWS is included as an objective of the NR WID.  Therefore, a section can be added to TS 38.413 as a placeholder for PWS-related procedures.
Proposal 2:
A section for “Warning Message Transmission” can be added to TS 38.413 as a placeholder for PWS-related procedures.

Finally, several procedures were mentioned in TR 38.801 as needing further discussion in the normative phase:
-
Section 7.3.4: “It should be discussed in normative phase whether the merge of Initial UE Message and UL NAS Transport is possible or not.”

-
Section 7.3.4: “The need of the NAS Rerouting procedure will be assessed during normative phase.”

-
Section 7.3.4: “In order to support IMS multimedia services, including emergency calls, according to SA2 requirements, it may be necessary to introduce additional procedures for UE radio capability handling.”
These should be captured as Editor’s Notes (or FFSes) in TS 38.413 so that they are not forgotten during the normative work.
Proposal 3:
Editor’s notes (or FFSes) should be added for procedures mentioned in TR 38.801 as needing further discussion in the normative phase.
A text proposal capturing the above proposals is provided in Appendix A.  Text highlighted in yellow did not exist in TR 38.801, since the TR captured procedure descriptions for only a subset of agreed N2 procedures, and did not cover failure scenarios.
