Discussion

The following changes are proposed.
-
Section 3.1: gNB is deleted from the abbreviations since it is a monolithic term.

-
Section 3.2: gNB, ng-eNB, and NG-RAN node are added to the definitions. The definitions are directly taken from text in section 4.1. These definitions can be referred to in other RAN3 specifications, e.g.: “NG-RAN node: as defined in TS 38.300 [x]”.

-
Section 4.2: ng-eNB added, since section 4.2 describes the functional split of the overall architecture shown in Figure 4.1-1 which includes both gNB and ng-eNB.

-
Section 4.3.1.1: Reference to NG stage 2 added (TS 38.410).
-
Section 4.3.1.2: Reference to NG stage 2 added (TS 38.410). Details removed from list of NG-C functions, consistent with other function lists in TS 38.300 and to avoid duplication with 38.410.
-
Section 4.3.2.1: Reference to Xn stage 2 added (TS 38.420).
-
Section 4.3.2.2: Reference to Xn stage 2 added (TS 38.420). Details removed from list of Xn-C functions, consistent with other function lists in TS 38.300 and to avoid duplication with 38.420.
-
Section 8.2: Stage 3 reference is removed (why is it needed?). Also, two editor’s notes are removed based on decisions taken at past RAN3 meetings.

-
Section 9.2.2.1: One instance of “NG-RAN node” changed to “gNB” since section 9.2 only concerns intra-NR.

-
Section 12: In figure 12-1, “N3” is replaced with “NG-U”.

-
Section 14: Removed, since it is redundant with section 4.3.  Note that section 14 was originally included in the TS 38.300 skeleton to capture more detailed aspects of network interfaces (e.g. procedures) but it was later decided to include such details in other specifications (e.g. TS 38.4x0).

-
Section 17.3: Network slicing covers both NR connected to 5GC and E-UTRA connected to 5GC (similar to QoS section).

-
General: “NG-RAN node” used in RAN3 (co-)owned sections as appropriate.
