The NG-RAN node1 initiates the procedure by sending the XN SETUP REQUEST message to the candidate NG-RAN node2. The candidate NG-RAN node2 replies with the XN SETUP RESPONSE message. 

The NG-RAN node1 may include the TAI Slice Support List IE in the XN SETUP REQUEST message. The candidate NG-RAN node2 may also include TAI Slice Support List IE in the XN SETUP RESPONSE message. The NG-RAN node receiving the IE shall, if supported, interpret it as the set of slices enabled at sending node, per TAI, and it may use it accordingly.
