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Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]In R3-173961 we discuss the ownership and the delivery of the system information (SI) in the disaggregated (CU-DU) architecture. We propose to rely on the F1 setup request / response and configuration update messages to exchange and update the SI parameters over the F1 interface. We also propose to introduce an “Other SI Delivery Command” from gNB-CU to gNB-DU. The scope of the “Other SI Delivery Command” is to trigger the broadcast of the Other SI for a defined time interval. In this contribution, we present text proposal for TS 38.470 to introduce this procedure as part of the system information management function.
