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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank RAN2 for communicating their latest agreements on the Early Data Transmission (EDT) feature for Rel-15 eMTC and NB-IoT.
Regarding the question posed by RAN2:

RAN2 would like to kindly ask the following questions to RAN3, SA2 and CT1: 

1) To support UL early data transmission in Msg3 during a RACH procedure initiated by a UE in RRC_IDLE, whether any of the following parameters that are optionally included in Msg5 (except selectedPLMN-Identity) in legacy procedure should be included in Msg3 for EDT? 

a. selectedPLMN-Identity, 
b. registeredMME, 
c. gummei-Type, 
d. attachWithoutPDN-Connectivity, 
e. up-CIoT-EPS-Optimisation (indication that User Plane CIoT EPS Optimisation is supported by UE), 
f. cp-CIoT-EPS-Optimisation (indication that Control Plane CIoT EPS Optimisation is supported by UE), 
g. dcn-ID,
h. ce-ModeB (indication that CE Mode B is supported by UE).  

RAN3 agrees with the answer already provided by SA2 in S2-178180 that none of the parameters is needed for identification or selection of the MME, since the serving MME should be derived from the UE identity in Msg3 (e.g. either S-TMSI for CP-CIoT, or Resume ID for UP-CIOT).

Regarding the need for the ce-Mode B indicator, RAN3 would like to add that such indicator is currently passed to the MME in INITIAL UE MESSAGE and HANDOVER REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE based on information received from the UE in the RRCConnectionSetupComplete message. Therefore, the serving MME is expected to retain this information during periods of context suspension in UP-CIoT, and irrespective of (intra-MME) mobility. Based on this, RAN3 does not see the need to include the ce-Mode B indicator in Msg3 for UL early data transmission in UP-CIoT, since the indicator is already not passed to the MME during resume and path switch procedures. For CP-CIoT RAN3 agrees that clarification is required (as requested from CT1 in the above mentioned SA2 LS).
