However, both sentences don’t need to apply to the outcome message of class 1 procedure when used to report the protocol error: the message has already a Transaction ID IE at level 1.

Handling of unknown, unforeseen and erroneous protocol data

Clause 10 of TS 38.413 [3] is applicable for the purposes of the present document, with the following additions: 

-
In case of Abstract Syntax Error, when reporting the Criticality Diagnostics IE for not comprehended IE/IEgroups or missing IE/IE groups, the Transaction ID IE shall also be included when the procedure concerned by the protocol error has to be identified uniquely among all ongoing parallel procedures of the same type initiated by the same protocol peer;

-
In case of Logical Error, when reporting the Criticality Diagnostics IE, the Transaction ID IE shall also be included when the procedure concerned by the protocol error has to be identified uniquely among all ongoing parallel procedures of the same type initiated by the same protocol peer;
- 
In case of Logical Error in a response message of a Class 1 procedure, or failure to comprehend Transaction ID IE from a received message, the procedure shall be considered as unsuccessfully terminated or not terminated (e.g., transaction ID unknown in response message), and local error handling shall be initiated.
