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Introduction

Any analysis of the issue of UE measurement data access for the CRNC has to begin with the requirements. Some main requirements for the solution for the study item Improved Access to UE Measurement Data for the CRNC to Support TDD RRM.

1. The solution should not have any effect on the UE or Uu interface unless it is absolutely necessary. 

2. The solution should not depend upon the reliance of the use of SRNS relocation to eliminate the use of DRNCs entirely. 

3. The proposal should not overburden any of the interfaces (Iub/Iur) with excessive traffic.

Discussion

The first bullet above is somewhat obvious, an RRM solution should not effect the UE unnecessarily since RRM is contained in the UTRAN only the UTRAN should be effected unless it is proven otherwise.

The second bullet is derived from the fact that it was decided early on in RAN3 to specify an Iur interface for TDD (TDD doesn’t have macro diversity so it doesn’t have the same requirement as FDD). The reasons discussed back involved the avoidance of having an absolute requirement to have the hard handover in TDD tied to the relocation and thus tightening the requirements of the CN. In this light, the bullet is necessary because an obvious solution, if the CRNC needs UE measurements dependably, is to eliminate the DRNC and thus SRNC always equals CRNC. 

The third bullet is obvious, since any solution involving the interfaces should not cause an unreasonable burden.

Proposal

The proposal is to agree to add just the 3 bullets in the introduction to section 5 of the TR in the requirements.
