Airports

London Heathrow
Distance from hotel: 23 miles
Drive time: 30 min.
Driving Directions: Take M4 west to junction 10 and follow sign posts for A329(M) to Bracknell/ Wokingham, to the left. Once on the A329(M) proceed just over a mile and take the exit signed to Wokingham, at the Coppid Beech roundabout. At this roundabout turn right, by taking the third exit, towards Wokingham. The hotel is just off the roundabout at the next left, sign posted Hilton Hotel and Conference Centre. 


London Gatwick
Distance from hotel: 60 miles
Drive time: 1hr 30mins.
Driving Directions: From Gatwick follow signs for M23/M25 Heathrow. From the M25 take junction 15 to the M4 and head west to junction 10. From here follow sign posts for A329(M) to Bracknell/ Wokingham, to the left. Once on the A329(M) proceed just over a mile and take the exit signed to Wokingham, at the Coppid Beech roundabout. At this roundabout turn right, by taking the third exit, towards Wokingham. The hotel is just off the roundabout at the next left, sign posted Hilton Hotel and Conference Centre.
 
Bus

Take Reading Railair Bus to Reading Railway Station then either train to Wokingham (about a further15 mins, see Local Trains below) or take a taxi to Hotel (about a further 25mins). For details of where to buy tickets and for bus departure points visit the link below.

Local Train

Nearest train stations to hotel are either Bracknell or Wokingham, then take a 5 minute taxi ride from the station to the hotel. The train service between London Waterloo and Reading is run by South Western Trains. 

Join this service to Bracknell from either London Waterloo (1hour), or Feltham (33mins) if using Feltham Railair Bus from Heathrow Airport. 

For services from Reading, if using the Heathrow to Reading Railair Bus, take the train to Wokingham (13mins). (See above for all bus details)
Gatwick Airport: Thames Trains operate a service between Gatwick Airport and Wokingham. This is either a direct service (1hr 5mins) or depending on the time of commencing your journey it may be necessary to change at Redhill (1hr 40mins).

Additional Information

Although we are in Europe, the UK has some distinct differences from the rest of Europe with regard to the following facilities.

Telephone

The telephone socket most commonly found in the UK is officially known as the BT431A. Adaptors will be required to provide support for RJ-45 or RJ-11 connectors.
Power Sockets

Though the nominal voltage has been officially changed to 230V, 240V is within allowable tolerances and commonly found. The plug style is 3 flat pins. The mains frequency is 50Hz.
Money 

The currency in the UK is pounds sterling (£). One pound=100pence (p). Coins come as 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1 and £2. Notes come as £5, £10, £20, £50.
