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1 Introduction 

During the RAN3 AH meeting on H(e)NB and Relaying, the usage of the X2 interface was discussed as per [1] and other related contributions. It was agreed that conclusions a), b) and d) in [1] are reasonable and should be captured in a way forward document that clarifies the scope of the WI. It was also agreed to capture these conditions in terms of possible restrictions, when there are any.
This contribution summarizes the conclusions of such discussion.

2 Assumed usage of X2
It is assumed that as a way forward for the WI on HeNB Mobility Enhancements, X2 based mobility may be defined between eNBs/HeNBs and HeNBs in the following cases:
· Between an eNB and an open access cell HeNB (as per conclusion a) in [1]);
· Between two open access cell HeNBs (as per conclusion b) in [1]);

· Between two closed HeNBs only if they have the same CSG ID (as per conclusion d) in [1]).
3 Proposal
RAN3 is kindly asked to acknowledge and confirm the assumptions made in clause 2 as a way forward when continuing the work on HeNB mobility enhancements.
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
