1. Introduction

In the RAN WG3 #67, several smart forwarding schemes for a handover from a relay node were discussed [1][2]. However, this issue was allocated to the RAN WG2 in the RAN plenary so we propose not to discuss further this issue in RAN WG3. 
2. Discussion
2.1 Split of Responsibilities between RAN2 and RAN3
According to RAN Plenary decision [3], the following work splitting was decided in the last year.
1. Where does S1-MME terminate

So, it is clear that the smart forwarding issue is under the RAN2’s terms of reference, not RAN3’s. This work split shall be kept in order not to perform the duplicated work in RAN2 and RAN3.
