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1 Introduction

A number of protocol options exist for standardisation of IP UTRAN in 3GPP. This document proposes an architecture requirement to specify the selection criteria for standardisation of protocols for IP UTRAN.

2 Description

The proposal is to adopt an architectural requirement to preferentially consider IETF protocols over non-IETF based protocols for IP UTRAN when the benefits are comparable and similar. It is further proposed to define IETF protocols as:

· RFCs

· Working group internet drafts 

For the purpose of reiteration, the benefits of using IETF protocols include:

· Assured interoperability

· Use of off the shelf products

· Reduced development cost

· Time to market

3 Proposal

It is proposed that above wording replaces the content of section 5.1 General Requirements contained in [1]. The complete amended text of said section would be as appear as the following highlighted text.
