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1. Discussion and proposal
For NR SI, there is another TR (38.912) encompassing the outcome across RAN WGs [1]. This paper proposes a work plan on drafting the TR in RAN2 and RAN3. In the skeleton TR [1], the following sections are responsible for our study:
Section 5:

Deployment scenario [RAN3: 1st responsible, RAN2: 2nd responsible];
Section 7:

Radio interface protocol architecture for next generation radio [RAN2];
Section 9:

Layer 2 and RRC for next generation radio [RAN2];
Section 10:
Architecture for next generation RAN [RAN3];
Section 11:
QoS [RAN2: 1st responsible, RAN3: 2nd responsible];

Section 12:
Key higher layer and network procedures [RAN2: 1st responsible, RAN3: 2nd responsible];
On the sections for which both RAN2 and RAN3 are responsible, the rapporteur proposes to assign a primary and secondary responsible WG. The 1st responsible WG provides TP at first and the 2nd responsible WG reviews and finalise TP. Given that there are two weeks after the AH meeting until the tdoc submission for the February meeting, the 1st week is assigned for updating the WG TRs and the 2nd week is then assigned for drafting TR 38.912 in accordance with the latest WG TRs. The outcome of drafting TR 38.912 is to be submitted to the February meeting.
It is noted that there are the other sections with which RAN2 and RAN3 would be involved. These are section 14 (Performance assessments) and Section 15 (Conclusions and Recommendations). These sections are to be drafted during and after the February meeting together with RAN1 and RAN4 as well.
In summary, the following two email discussions are proposed after the AH meeting.
Proposal 1:

One week email discussion to update RAN2/RAN3 TRs.
Proposal 2:
One week email discussion to draft TR 38.912 after updating RAN2/3 TRs according to the proposed responsibility.
The proposed responsibilities are shown in the TR skeleton attached in this paper.
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
