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1. Introduction
Function split has more than 8 options. Last RAN3#94 meeting captured in editor note: 

Editor’s note: The decision for the number of specified options should be made before moving to the WI phase based on the study results. RAN3 should focus on Option 2 and/or Option 3 for higher layer split options, and focus on other than Option 8 for lower layer split options. But specification aspects should be assessed before actually deciding.
There was a task as minuted: “NEC/vendors to provide a pCR to next meeting to explain why option 8 should not be considered.”

This contribution proposed a text explanation why option 8 should not be considered as standard option in 3GPP.
2. Discussion
The Option 8 which is known as “PHY-RF split”, has a characteristic that centralisation of processes at all protocol layer levels, which result in very tight coordination in RAN. This option 8, since it is already available in today deployment, based on a de facto standard as already widely recognized, it should be rather very clear that the option 8 is not an option that to be standardized in 3GPP.
Therefore a giving text would be 
“The Option 8 has been available in today deployment based on a de facto standard from a forum other than 3GPP, 3GPP should not attempt to specify this option 8.”
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we give a text to explain the option 8 should not be considered as standard option in 3GPP.
