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1 Introduction

This contribution summarizes the online discussion and proposes a way forward for discussion.
2 Summary of the online discussion
During the online discussion, companies are focusing to discuss on the scope of the SI [1]. The open issues during the discussion are captured below.
(1) Is the SI only focusing on E-UTRAN scenarios, i.e.. Opition 3 EN-DC?
(2) Is the eNB connecting to NGC included in the SI scope, e.g. NG-RAN scenario?

Company views are listed below.

Nokia: This is just E-UTRAN SI.
HW: NG-RAN should not preclude.

VF: Max usefulness is achieved by including gNB.

CU: SI should include option 3 and 7. Should not discuss whether to include E-UTRAN.
E///: Option 7 is out, and option 3 is not preclude.
SS: Node supporting E-UTRA access is in the SI scope regardless of DC option.

NEC: Must not jeopardize NR WI completion.

ZTE: Concentrate on eNB connected to 5GC, not EPC?
CATT: Agree with NEC, ZTE.
According to online discussion, the divergence options are mainly focusing on the SI scope include E-UTRAN only, or both E-UTRAN and NG-RAN.
3 Way forward for E-UTRAN architecture evolution SI
To simplify the discussion, the way forward is proposed for discussion on the possible scenarios for the SI.
(1) The SI scope should also include the eNB CU-DU split in E-UTRAN option 3 EN-DC.
(2) NG-RAN scenarios, e.g. option 7, to be considered in the SI scope (FFS).
Note: NG-RAN scenario depends on the parallel discussion in RAN3.
The SI should firstly start to discuss solution on option 3 EN-DC in E-UTRAN deployment scenario. In parallel, further discuss are needed on the NG-RAN scenario, e.g. option 7.
Proposal: RAN3 is kindly asking to agree the proposed way forward for E-UTRAN architecture evolution SI.

This contribution proposes a way forward for E-UTRAN architecture evolution SI, and it is kindly asking RAN3 group to approval.
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
