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1 Introduction

This document provides a proposal for specifying the appropriate performance requirements in TS 25.101v2.3.0.

2 BLER targets and selection of performance requirements

The test cases are defined for the purpose of conformance testing. They do not predict realistic system performance as  power control is not used. Especially in case 1 and 2 (slow fading), the power control is very important for the performance. In reality the BLER will be lower 

Therefore it is not possible to make a direct mapping to a specific performance required for a specific service. Furthermore simulation and testing time should be considered when defining the BLER targets. Low BLER targets increases increase the measurement time.  We propose as a starting point to use BLER = 10-1 and BLER = 10-2 as targets to determine the performance.

In the multi-path fading propagation conditions several values of geometric parameters are used in the test-cases. One of these cases should be chosen for requirements in the specifications.

Demodulation of Dedicated Channel (DCH)

The receive characteristic of the Dedicated Channel (DCH) in the static environment is determined by the Block Error Rate (BLER). BLER is specified for each individual data rate of the DCH. DCH is mapped into the Dedicated Physical Channel (DPCH).

Minimum requirement

For the parameters specified in Table 23 the BLER shall not exceed the piece-wise linear BLER curve specified by the points in table 24
