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TSG RAN WG4 would like to thank TSG RAN WG2 for asking whether UL interference caused by a UE to another UMTS network can be a problem in certain situations. TSG RAN WG4 is currently studying escape mechanisms in the case where UE is located at the vicinity of another UMTS system BS. This can cause problem on said another BS’s Up Link or on the other hand  on the UE’s Down Link. So TSG RAN WG2’s liaison is very timely for TSG RAN WG4.

According  the study on this area so far done in TSG RAN WG4, in most cases the Down Link drop before affecting severely to the Up Link. However there exists low probability that the Up Link becomes affected before downlink. TSG RAN WG4 is interested in the current study going on  in TSG RAN WG2 for possible signalling schemes for supporting escape mechanisms from interference.

On the other hand, the current study seem to cover only the scenarios which  the serving BS could operate at several RF carriers. TSG RAN WG4 invites TSG RAN WG2 to study further the possible signalling schemes for supporting escape mechanisms where only single carrier BS is used.
