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Background and discussion
In an LS from ITU-R WP5D [1], the group “kindly invite the GCS Proponents of IMT-Advanced for Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012, to provide relevant materials for Recommendations ITU R M.2070 and ITU-R M.2071, consistent with the Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012. The Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 is planned for completion by WP 5D in October 2021.” TSG RAN has tasked RAN4 to respond on the update of M.2070 and RAN5 to respond on M.2071. 
ITU-R Recommendation M.2070 is based on information from 3GPP TS 36.141 for E-UTRA BS and TS 37.141 for MSR BS. The existing revision 1 of ITU R M.2070 is aligned with ITU-R Rec M.2012-2 and based on TS 36.141/37.141 v12.6.0 (2014-12). The updated unwanted emissions recommendations should according to the LS be aligned with the coming revision 5 of M.2012, which will be based on the 2021-06 (Rel-16) version of 3GPP specifications (16.10.0 for the respective BS specs).
The attached file is based on this analysis, where Annex 1 for IMT-Advanced BS is updated based on 3GPP spec updates from v12.6.0 (2014-12) to 16.10.0 (2021-06). It should be noted that the updates needed are substantial, including addition of a number of new bands and NB-IoT support for MSR, among other things. Updates in the attached Annex 1 have been made for ~70% of the E-UTRA part. The rest of E-UTRA plus MSR remains to be updated.
Proposal
Since the work of updating M.2070 is substantial and may take some time to complete, it is proposed that the work is scheduled to be completed by the November RAN4#101 meeting. Since this is after the deadline requested in the LS [1], TSG RAN would need to respond to ITU-R WP5D that more time is needed. 
It is proposed that 
1. RAN4 informs TSG RAN that the update will take more time to complete and responds to ITU-R WP5D accordingly.
2. A work split between interested companies is done to efficiently produce the needed update of M.2070.
The paper in [2] makes a similar proposal for M.2071 in RAN5.
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
