For inter-band carrier aggregation with the uplink assigned to two NR bands, the requirements in Table 6.5A.3.3.3-1 are specified in terms of an additional spectrum emission requirement. Additional spurious emission requirements are signalled by the network to indicate that the UE shall meet an additional requirement for a specific deployment scenario as part of the cell handover/broadcast message.
These requirement sapply on each component carrier with all component carriers are active. These requirements also apply for the frequency ranges that are less than FOOB (MHz) in Table 6.5.3.1-1 from the edge of the channel bandwidth.
