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1	Introduction
In RAN4 99-e, there were discussions on the scope of the new WI and some initial discussions on technical issues for instance the A-GNSS positioning enhancement. Some of the WF [1] are copied below.
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This paper discusses the issues listed above and also provide our view on the other related issues.
2	Discussions
During the last RAN4 meeting, companies reached consensus that TS 38.171 shall be updated to include newly added GNSS signals such as BDS B2a and BDS B3I. However, TS 38.171 [2] doesn’t have a Release 17 version yet. The latest version of TS 38.171 is version 16.1.0. TS 37.171 [3] also captures related requirements for non-RAT dependent positioning requirements and it may also need to be updated. Similarly, TS 37.171 doesn’t have a release 17 version yet.
As the WI also touched LTE, TS 36.171 [4] may also need to be updated. However, there is also no Rel-17 version of 36.171.
Observation 1: TS 38.171, TS 37.171 and TS 36.171 don’t have a release 17 version.
To capture the outcome of this WI of positioning enhancement, which is a release 17 WI, we believe a release 17 specification needs to be created first.
Suggest to the MCC to update TS 36.171, 37.171 and 38.171 to release 17 to capture possible RAN4 agreements.
3	Conclusion
Observation 1: TS 38.171, TS 37.171 and TS 36.171 don’t have a release 17 version.
Proposal 1: Suggest to the MCC to update TS 36.171, 37.171 and 38.171 to release 17 to capture possible RAN4 agreements.
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« Performance requirements for additional BDS and NavIC signals need to be
defined based on progress of RAN2 work.
