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1. Introduction
The co-location requirements for multi-band repeaters are still open. This contribution provides our proposal after some analysis.

From system point of view, the repeater co-location scenarios are similar with BS. Both BS and repeater should be protected. NR BS colocation requirements include Tx IMD, spurious requirements. So NR multiband BS co-located requirements including Tx IMD and spurious emission requirements can be reused for multi-band NR repeater.
Proposal 1: NR BS co-located requirements can be reused for multi-band NR repeater co-location requirements.
For repeater, there’s a specific co-located requirement input IMD which should also consider multi-band scenario. Some clarification should be added when input IMD is agreed.
