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1 Introduction
In WF[1], the band n47, n79, n46, n96, SUL band and its combination, and n91 to n94 is not decided to be supported in RedCap.

In the RAN#93,  below agreements are reached and listed below:

· Agreed conclusion for n79:
· Band n79 can be supported by RedCap UEs. RedCap WI will add the RedCap specific requirements for n79 (e.g. related to 10 and 20 MHz with 1 Rx)
· Adding channel bandwidths to band n79 for NR operation shall be specified prior to specifying the RedCap requirements for n79
· Note: Update to ”Basket WID on adding channel bandwidth support to existing NR bands” to add new CBWs to n79 is approved in RP-212531.  
· In Rel-17, there will be no work on any RedCap specific specification update for any of the following:

· RedCap UEs also supporting V2X/PC5 on n47

· RedCap UEs operating in unlicensed bands

· RedCap UEs supporting SUL 
· The specification will not contain any explicit restriction to prevent implementation of RedCap UEs with these features.

· Note: The consequence of this agreement would be:

· If any spec change/addition is found necessary in order to enable one of the options above then it will not happen in Rel-17.

In this paper, we present our view on the operating band for RedCap UE in FR1..
2 Discussion
For n79, the agreement in RAN plenary means that RedCap WI in Rel-17 should wait the basket WID to be finalized on new CBWs in n79 before introducing it to RedCap UE. 

Proposal#1: Delay to introduce n79 for Redcap Rel-17 till new CBW is added in n79 in basket WID.
For n47, n46, n96 and SUL band, according to agreement in RAN plenary, there is no specific specification updates in Rel-17. However, to support these bands on RedCap, the band # needs to be added and also the WID objective needs to be fulfilled. Adding only the band number without other specification impact for RedCap UE feature is not possible. 
Observation#1: Introduction of bands n47, n46, n96 and SUL bands for RedCap require new requirements specific to RedCap. 

Proposal#2: Bands n47, n46, n96 and SUL bands are not considered for RedCap UE 

For n91 to n94, these bands are introduced in the FDD band with variable duplex distance, the reference architecture is proposed with the CA architecture [4] because the SUL band (n81 and n82) are the UL band of n20 and n8 and SDL band can be paired with n20 and n8 for DL CA operation. Thus, such UE could support n91 to n94 multiple bands. Redcap UE in Rel-17 is not required to support CA and DC and also may or may not  support multiple bands. If UE manufacture wants to add more supporting bands support on the same RedCap UE, it is implementation specific and there should be no additional specification impact on it. There is additional TX power lower limit relaxation for n91 to n94 due to this, but as this is also for normal NR UE operating in such bands and it is ok for RedCap UE to inherit this.

Proposal#3: n91 to n94 can be supported in RedCap UE per band basis.

3 Conclusions

In this contribution, RedCap UE operating bands are discussed with below observations and proposals:

 Proposal#1: Delay to introduce n79 for Redcap Rel-17 till new CBW is added in n79 in basket WID.
Observation#1: Introduction of bands n47, n46, n96 and SUL bands for RedCap require new requirements specific to RedCap. 

Proposal#2: Bands n47, n46, n96 and SUL bands are not considered for RedCap UE 

Proposal#3: n91 to n94 can be supported in RedCap UE per band basis.
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
