2	Discussion 
As agreed in the WF R4-2120684 [4], consider transfer PADs initially among labs located in Beijing and Shanghai, then New Taipei City, the final PADs destination is the Cupertino located lab. The labs in Beijing will firstly start the PAD test.
I would like to inform everyone about our status (SGS TW) for the 3GPP RAN4 5G FR1 SA MIMO OTA lab alignment activity.
As everyone knows, we have not submitted channel model validation results (PDP, Doppler, Spatial Correlation and Cross-polarization Ratio) to 3GPP RAN4. 
Because our 5G FR1 SA MIMO OTA system (software and hardware) is not ready yet. We plan to have the setup ready in March, test it in April, and submit the test results to 3GPP RAN4 in May. After discussing and reviewing our channel model validation test results at the 3GPP RAN4 meeting, if everyone agrees, SGS TW can be arranged to test the Performance Alignment Devices (PADs) in the last labs.
