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Background
During RAN4#101bis-e meeting, WF [1] on PUCCH demodulation performance of Rel-17 NR coverage enhancement was approved. In this contribution, we share our views about the BS coverage enhancement PUCCH demodulation requirements.

For PUCCH DMRS bundling (JCE), we don’t think it necessity to define requirements since PUCCH is not the weak point for the uplink transmission, good enough performance can be observed for legacy PUCCH repetition. Also, even we have PUCCH repetition features in Rel-16, the corresponding requirement is not considered in Rel-16. In addition, we have multi-slot requirements defined in Rel-15 to ensure PUCCH performance. So we propose to not define BS PUCCH demodulation requirements with JCE.
