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1. Introduction
In this document, we discuss the need for the new NS value for Canada WCS band n30.
2. Discussion
Last meeting, a WF [1] was approved to add new NS signaling for WCS band n30 in Canada due to the interpretation of the Canadian RSS-195 regulatory specification. After further investigation, we conclude the following
1. New NS introduces backward compatibility issues if legacy devices have already been certified and are already in use. Legacy UE cannot to attach to network if only the new NS value is used. Multiple NS signaling would be required and other complications could arise such as meeting emission requirements during the attachment process.
2. Based on past certification of legacy LTE devices for band n30 in Canada, UEs have been certified using FCC type rules even though the wording of RSS-195 implies a stricter requirement. 
3. Other ISED RSS specs are inconsistent with ISED RSS-195 with the emission region in question.
Proposal: Based on these 3 observations, no new NS is required for WCS band n30 in Canada.
