In RAN4#104-bis-e meeting, discussion on RRM requirements for Rel-17 MUSIM gaps was conducted and an WF was approved in [1]. The progress on network B requirements is captured below:

· Proposals:
· Option 1: Deprioritize NW B requirement in R18 
· Option 2: No measurement requirements in network B will be defined by RAN4 
· Option 3: RAN4 does not define new UE idle/inactive measurement requirements for measurements on Network B for a UE configured with MUSIM gaps (exiting UE measurement requirement for Idle/Inactive mode applies) 
· Option 4: RAN4 to define measurement requirement for NW-B Idle mode which is helpful for both NW-A and NW-B 
Agreements: No

Issue 1-6-2: Network B requirements if it will be defined
· Proposals:
· P1: RAN4 has to define some requirement for NW B in R18, RAN4 shall focus on cell reselection 
· P2: If requirements for measurements in NW B are to be defined, re-use the existing requirements for IDLE/INACTIVE as baseline with DRX cycle replaced by max(DRX cycle, MGRP) 
· P3: UE measurement requirements for idle/inactive mode in network B shall be the same as existing Idle/Inactive measurement requirements. 
· UE measurement requirement for Idle/Inactive mode on network B, when assigned with requested MUSIM gaps, are the same as for network A. Hence, same as legacy requirements
Agreements: Postpone discussion until there is outcome of issue 1-6-1


In this paper, we would like to further provide our views on the network B requirements for Rel-17 MUSIM gaps.
2 Discussion
During the discussion in last RAN4 meeting, companies have different opinion on whether to define requirements for Network B. From our perspective, the measurements on Network B are conducted based on the throughout loss performance of Network A, it is reasonable to define RRM requirements for Network B. However, we think the discussion on requirements for Network A should be prioritized and the requirement on network B can be discussion after the UE behavior is clear on network A.
If RAN4 agree to define the requirements for Network B in RRC idle/inactive, we prefer to restrict to cell reselection requirement, which we think could use the existing requirement as baseline.
Proposal 1: The discussion on requirements for Network B in RRC idle/inactive could be de-prioritized.
