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1 Introduction
In RAN4#104-e meeting, core part discussion on RRM requirements for measurements relaxation for RLM and/or BFD was closed and a WF was approved [1].In last meeting, one LS from RAN2 was received [2], while the related discussion was not conducted due to limited agenda. In this contribution, we would like to discuss the issues mentioned in the LS and provide our views. 
1. Discussion
	1. Overall Description:
RAN2 have discussed the RLM/BFD relaxation with SCG deactivation, and achieved the following agreements: 
	· RLM/BFD relaxation and SCG deactivation with bfd-and-RLM configuration is true can be configured simultaneously. (Case 1)
· In this case 1, UE will initiate UAI for the relaxation state report of RLM/BFD measurements for SCG, and this UAI for SCG RLM/BFD relaxation is reported over MCG.
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK4][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]RLM/BFD relaxation and SCG deactivation with bfd-and-RLM configuration is false can be configured simultaneously. (Case 2)
· In this case 2, BFD and RLM is not operating, and thus BFD and RLM relaxation and the associated reporting can also be considered non-operational (regardless configuration).



2. Actions:
To RAN WG4
RAN2 kindly request RAN4 to take the above information into account during the following work, and provide feedback, if any.


According to the LS, RAN2 agreed that RLM/BFD relaxation feature could be configured together with the deactivated PSCell RLM/BFD measurement configuration.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK5]For deactivated PSCell, the RLM/BFD measurement performed or not is based on the configuration of bfd-and-RLM. If the bfd-and-RLM configuration is true, UE would perform RLM/BFD measurement on the deactivated PSCell and should follow the corresponding evaluation period requirements. In the previous discussion, RAN4 didn’t consider the RLM/BFD relaxation requirement for deactivated PSCell. So, firstly, RAN4 should consider whether to define the RLM/BFD relaxation requirements for deactivated PSCell based on the potential NW configuration.
The RLM/BFD requirements on deactivated PSCell are defined in Rel-17 using the new parameter measCyclePSCell, which, from our understanding, was introduced to relax the RLM/BFD measurement. So, from our point of view, it is fine not to define the further relaxed measurement requirements.
Proposal 1: RAN4 not to define the relaxed RLM/BFD requirements for deactivated PSCell in Rel-17.
