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1. Background
The NCR-MT feature list, we had the proposal that IAB-MT feature list can be considered as the starting point for NCR-MT in [2]. However, as the LA NCR-MT RF requirements reuse legacy UE requirements as agreed in last RAN4 meeting [3]. This proposal may not be applicable. In this contribution, we reviewed all of R15, R16 and R17 feature list for NCR-MT. The preliminary views are provided.
2. Discussion
2.1 R15 feature list
The R15 features are reviewed in Table 1, the difference between UE and NCR-MT are highlighted.
