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Discussion

This change request proposes the following modifications to TS 25.102:

· Timing Advance Requirements

Timing advance is the ability of the UE to adjust the timing of its transmission according to the value signalled by the UTRAN.  Currently the timing advance requirements for the UE are not defined in 25.102.  In this change request, an accuracy of ±0.5 chip from the value signalled by the UTRAN is proposed as a reasonable value for implementation.

Timing Advance requirements


Timing advance is the ability of the UE to adjust the timing of its transmissions according to timing advance values received from the UTRAN.

Minimum Requirements

The UE shall adjust the timing of its transmissions within ±0.5 chip of the signalled timing advance value.
