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1. Introduction
In RAN4 #109meeting, the Big CR [1] on TS 38.106 was approved. However, there are still some remaining issues need to be discussed in the next meeting.
In this contribution, we would like to share our views on terminology for Rel-17 repeater.
2. Discussion
For the terminology of Rel-17 repeater, RAN4 has achieved following agreements in RAN4 #108-bis meeting:
	Fix the the terminology for Rel-17 repeater


Due to the introduction of NCR, the terminology “NR repeater” will introduce some additional ambiguity. For instance, the term NR repeater will refer to two different devices: Rel-17 repeater (without network control feature) and network-controlled repeater (NCR). Therefore, we believed that the terminology of Rel-17 repeater needs to be redefined.
In RAN4 #109 meeting, this issue was discussed but no agreements achieved. Meanwhile, since the Big CR has been approved, we noticed that there are different understandings of Rel-17 repeater terminology in the latest version of TS 38.106 [2]. For instance, the terminology of Rel-17 repeater in clause 6.2.2 is shown as follow:
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But in some clauses, such as clause 7.2.2, the terminology of Rel-17 repeater is:
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Since Big CR aggregates input from multiple companies, it is reasonable that there may be different usage of terminologies. However, this situation can lead to significant ambiguity in specification.
Considering that Rel-17 repeater only has the function of amplification and forwarding, which means it only has RF capability. In order to distinguish NCR from Rel-17 repeater, we believe that Rel-17 repeater should be named as RF repeater.
Proposal 1: Rel-17 repeater should be named as RF repeater.
3. Conclusion
This contribution provides our consideration on terminology of Rel-17 repeater. The following proposals are concluded as follows:
Proposal 1: Rel-17 repeater should be named as RF repeater.
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
