	This WI introduces the core requirements for the present 3Tx inter-band UL CA and EN-DC basket WI.

Justification
Inter-band UL CA or EN-DC band combination which is a popular NW deployment scenario today. For this kind of band combination, typically UE has 3 independent PAs implemented in the RFFE. However, for a long time, the Tx RF architecture assumption for handheld UE is 2 concurrent Tx chains which leads to the situation that UE equipped with 2PAs in single mid/high frequency band, can only activate one PA in this band within a band combination, correspondingly the total UL throughput is degraded due to smaller total BW and limited power capability.

Therefore, it is reasonable to consider extending the current 2Tx chain architecture to 3Tx chain for inter-band UL CA or EN-DC band combination scenario. And in Rel-18, the WI “Core part: 4Rx handheld UE for low NR bands (<1GHz) and/or 3Tx for NR inter-band UL Carrier Aggregation (CA) and EN-DC” has established the core requirements and MSD framework for PC2 3Tx inter-band UL CA and EN-DC, and PC1.5 3Tx inter-band UL CA. To accommodate more operator demands on the 3Tx inter-band UL CA/EN-DC combinations, it is time for 3GPP to introduce a basket WI for the 3Tx inter-band UL CA and EN-DC.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI

The objective of this basket work item is for 3Tx inter-band UL CA/EN-DC band combinations with FWA form factor.
· The 3Tx inter-band UL CA/EN-DC band combination includes two bands with 1CC in each band for both UL and DL. And the Tx capability is 1Tx in one band, and 2Tx in the other band.
· The following power capabilities will be considered
·   CA power class or EN-DC power class is PC2

· PC3 FDD band 1Tx + PC2 TDD band 2Tx (UL MIMO and TxD)
· PC3 FDD band 1Tx + PC3 TDD band 2Tx (UL MIMO and TxD)
· PC3 TDD band 1Tx + PC2 TDD band 2Tx (UL MIMO and TxD)
·   CA power class or EN-DC power class is PC1.5

· PC3 FDD band 1Tx + PC1.5 TDD band 2Tx (UL MIMO and TxD)
· Specify band combination specific requirements for 3Tx band combinations
· Introduce band combinations to the CA/ED-DC configuration tables, and inter-band CA/EN-DC MOP tables 

· Specify corresponding MSD requirements if any
· Note 1: If additional requirements need to be specified, then they will be added in this WID.

· Note 2: Increase UE power high limit feature is not included

· Frequency band combinations considered in this WI are in attached excel file “Status of 3Tx band combinations of this basket WI” with the contact information, configurations, and completion status inside.
Note 1: The 3Tx band combinations included in this basket WI is introduced in a Release independent way starting from REL-17 with no changes to the TS38.307 specification.
